The 2004 Grand Reserve Pasionado is a blend of 49%
Malbec, 26% Merlot, 17% Cabernet Sauvignon, and 8%
Cabernet Franc, each component aged separately for 12
months in new, predominantly French oak, blended, and
returned to barrel for another 6 months. Dark ruby-colored,
it reveals a perfumed nose of pain grille, spice box, violets,
black cherry, and black raspberry. Fullbodied, rich, flavorful, 
and well-balanced, this smooth, pleasure-bent blend will 
evolve for 12 more years and offer prime drinking through
